Necessary amount was also allotted for the internal and external debt
services that represent an obligation on the government towards the
international financial institutions which represent a priority to protect the
government reputation and maintain its relations with lenders.

Against the estimates of revenues and expenditure mentioned above, the
deficit in 2000 budget amount to R.O. 349 million represent about 17% of
total revenue.

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In the context of diversifying the national economic base and
production, the Liquified Natural Gas project (LNG) was completed in 1999.
The first shipment of Gas export will be in April 2000, to the Republic of
Korea. The LNG would inject the balance of payment by U.S. $500 million
in 2000, as the value of exporting 2.2 million tonnes of Liquified gas as well
as 50,000 b/d of condensates. In addition, the Government started to set up
Sohar Port which would boost export manufacturing capacity, and also
agreed to establish a free Trade Area in Salalah which would be financed
by the private sector, aiming at enforcing the local and foreign private sector
role and supporting the manufacturing sector in the region, the export
directives of the country and the integration of Salalah port.

Second : The Features of the Budget for the Year 2000

Now, we would like to present the main features of the year 2000 budget. It
is considered as the best options, at which the government would interact
with the present situation, in a way to maintain the achievements in
economic and social development fields.

The price for oil per barrel was estimated at $ (14.5) as a baseline for
accounting the oil revenues estimations despite the anticipation for the
potential to achieve a better price for the Omani crude oil during the Year
2000, taking into account, to be careful and alert in considering the price
issue. The total revenues amounted to R.O. (2091) million for the 2000, i.e.
about 37% percentage increase over the previous budget revenues for year
1999.

As for the general expenditure, the current budget shows an increase of
13% over the 1999 budget. The total estimated expenditure is about R.O.
(24440) million, to meet some significant needs such as maintenance
projects and other development projects which had been delayed during the
last two years (1998/1999). This was mainly due to the situation related to
the general budget. Therefore, it is noticed that the development
expenditure has resulted in increasing the development budget of the year
2000 by about R.O. (250) million, compared to R.O. (170) million in the
former approved budget of 1999. This is a part from the expenditure on
human resources development projects. Actually, the volume of investment
expenditure would contribute to activate the role of economic sectors and
stimulate the expected GDP growth go grow by 1.1% during the year 2000.

The Government is keen to estimate the current expenditure in order to
maintain the ministries and the government units which provide direct
services to citizens such as education, health and social services. The
Government allocated R.O. 289 million for the educational sector - i.e. 10%
increase compared with the 1999 budget. As for health sector, the amount
is R.O. (127) million, i.e. an increase of 7% compared to 1999. Allocation
for the two sectors are 40% of the total government expenditures.

The Government paid attention to the operational expenses of electricity
and water facilities and added R.O. 20 million to the allocations available
to this sector to operate new power stations and increase electrical energy

_  On this event, we are delighted to provide you with the most important
features of the budget and its major indicators. However, before the
presentation, it is reasonable to brief you about the financial and economic
performance of the Government during 1999.

First : Financial and Economic Performance in 1999
—  The oil prices depicted a significant increase since mid 1999.

—  The average price per barrel increased to $16.1 in 1999, compared with $ 9
p/b, on the basis of the expected approved budget at the beginning of the
year, and $12.5 p/b for the year 1998. The improved oil prices was due to
various important factors as follows :

1) OPEC countries agreed to reduce the ceiling production level in
March 1999, and committed to enforce and implement the agreement.

2) The international economic recovery and the beginning of the South
East Asian economic crisis declining.

-~ The oil prices rising in 1999, had many favourable impacts on the financial
performance. It was reflected basically on lowering the actual current deficit
of the general budget and compensate the State General Reserve Fund
(SGRF) for the amount which was due to be withdrawn to cover the deficit
at the beginning of the year.

—  As for the economic performance, we note that the oil prices increased in
line with the improvement of specific national economic sectors
performance such as financial intermediatory, communication, agriculture,
fishing and non-oil manufacturing process, have positive effects on overall
national economic balances. The primary estimations showed that the
growth rate of GDP for 1999 was expected to amount to (10%), while the
projected base at $9 for barrel indicated the slow national economy
performance. It was expected that the GDP would achieve negative rate of
growth at (6%) approximately.

-~ The primary estimations reveal a significant improvement in the balance of
payments during 1999. The trade balance would achieve a surplus instead
of the deficit took place in 1998 which was about R.O. (122) million. It was
also anticipated for the current balance deficit to turn down significantly in
comparison with the actual deficit in 1998, and the anticipated deficit for the
year 1999, according to the estimated forecast at $9 per barrel.

—  Due to the prudent financial and monetary policies adopted in the country,
the rates of inflation were completely controlled. The primary estimation
shows a slightly increase in the consumer prices and it does not exceed

(0.1) during 1999.
