The actual basic features of the state final account for the financial year 2005:

Regarding revenues, the oil prices registered noticeable increase during 2005, as
the average price reached US$ 48.73 compared with the budgeted price of US$ 23
i.e. an increase of US$ 25.73 over the budget figure, equivalent to 111.9%, thus
resulting in a budget surplus and an increase in the government reserves and
savings. The actual non-oil revenues (including gas revenues) reached around RO
1348.7 million, compared with the amounts stipulated in the approved budget which
amounted to RO 1099 million, i.e. an actual increase by 22.7%. This increase is
concentrated in taxes, government fees and gas revenues. As a result the net
government revenues in 2005 reached RO 4510.5 million, i.e. an increase by
11.6% compared with the previous year, and by 43.6% compared with the budget
estimates.

The actual expenditure for the year 2005 reached RO 4207.6 millions compared with
the estimates of the approved budget in the amount of RO 3680 million, thus recording
an increase of 14.3%. This increase was directed to cover necessary spending,
improve government services, implement HRD programmes, complete the basic
infrastructure necessary for diversification of the productive base and encourage
participation of the private sector in the different development projects. With regard
to the private sector — support expenditure the subsidies to the soft loans reached
RO 15.1 million during 2005. As a result of the growth of aggregate government revenues,
the actual current surplus reached RO 302.9 million, compared with the approved
budgetary deficit of RO 540 million. This surplus was directed to strengthen the
government reserves and savings.

The Ministry of Finance would like to praise the sincere and continued cooperation
extended by all Ministries and government units thus leading to reach to the above
financial results as reflected by the final account for the year 2005.

Finally, we pray Allah the Almighty to preserve prosperity, economic growth, stability
and welfare on our beloved country and her loyal people under the glorious era of
His Majesty Sultan Qaboos bin Said.

Preface

State Final Account for the Financial Year 2005

In accordance with the Financial Law issued by the Royal Decree 47/98 and the
devotion of the Sultanate of Oman to provide accurate and correct statistical
information for policy makers and others, and in following the practice of transparency
and dissemination of financial information, and to contribute to economic planning
and availability of criteria to measure the financial performance and economic
growth, it has been the practice of the Ministry of Finance to publish the results of
the annual state final financial account.

The financial accounts of the year ended 318t December 2005 incorporate actual
government revenues and expenditure itemswise, naturewise and functionwise for
the year compared with the amounts shown in the approved (by Royal Decree)
budget. The account also includes summary of the actual results of the Sixth Five
Year Plan (2001-2005) compared with their estimates. The estimates of the
aggregate revenues of the Six Five Year Plan is RO 13005 million, while the actual
aggregate revenues for the whole years was RO 19607.3 million recording an
increase of RO 6602.3 million equivalent to 50.8%.

The aggregate spending stipulated in the budget amounted to RO 13786 millions,
while the actual expenditures was RO 17006.1 million, recording an increase of RO
3220.1 million, equivalent to 23.4%.

The year 2005 witnessed financial and economic developments both at the local and
international levels. The continuous upsurge of international oil prices negatively
affected the global level of growth and inflation. Despite of this the global economy
achieved a growth rate of 4.8%, thanks to the increase of labor productivity rather
than enhancing employment opportunities. At the local level the GDP growth
reached 24% compared with 13.7% in 2004. Factors such as oil prices, stable
macroeconomic policies, and the steady growth of the non-oil sector contributed to
this high growth rate. These factors also contributed to achieving fiscal and balance
of payments surpluses. Despite the slight increase in the inflation rate, same is still
moderate.
