net government revenues in 2004 reached about 4040.2 million rial omani, an increase of 22.2%
over the revenues of the year 2003 and by 25.2% over the budget estimates.

The total actual expenditure during 2004 amounted to 3809.9 million rial omani compared to 3425
million rial omani estimated by the approved budget, an increase of 11.2%. It is noteworthy that this
increase was directed to cover vital and necessary areas of spending to improve the government
services like health and education, develop the human resources and implement the developmental
projects which complemented the basic structures in the country (like roads, electricity and water),
all of which aimed at diversifying the production base, activate participation of the private sector in
various development projects and enhance its role in supporting the national economy.

In the area of expenditure relating to the government contributions and subsidy to the private sector,
the government is still pursuing policies of providing soft loans through Oman Development Bank.
Its support was also extended to another specialized bank-Oman Housing Bank in addition to Oman
Development Bank. During 2004 the government subsidies granted on soft loans amounted to 14.6
million rial omani. These subsidies covered the differences in the rates of interest on the loans
granted by those two institutions.

As a result of the growth in the total government revenues, the actual current surplus (the difference
between the revenues and the public expenditure) amounted to 230.3 million rial omani compared
with a deficit in the sanctioned budget estimated of 500 million rial omani. This surplus has been
channeled to strengthen the government reserves and savings.

The year 2004 also witnessed a number of internal and external financial and economic
developments, the rate of growth of the national product climbed up by 13.7% compared with about
6.3% in the year 2003. The rise in the oil prices and the stability in the growth of the non oil sector
contributed to the government financial position and the balance of payments.

At this occasion, the Ministry of Finance is pleased to extend thanks and appreciation to the
Ministries and Government units for their constructive cooperation which brought about positive and
effective impact in achieving the desired financial results during the year 2004 as presented in this
final accounts.

We pray to the God the Almighty to preserve prosperity and welfare on our beloved country and her
loyal people under the glorious era of His Majesty Sultan Qaboos bin Said.

PREFACE

STATE’S FINAL ACCOUNT FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR 2004

The Ministry of Finance is pleased to present the State’s final account for the financial year ended
on 31st December 2004. This includes particulars of State’s revenues and expenditures in detail
classified according to the items, types and functional specializations thereof compared with the
approved amounts under the general budget sanctioned by the respective Royal Decree. This
account also reflects the changes which took place affecting the overall revenues and public
expenditure of the state during the last five years (2000-2004).

The year 2003 witnessed the beginning of the implementation of development projects which were
characterized by high capital and technical development capabilities. These projects are intended
to effectively contribute towards developing the domestic resources and increasing the Omani
exports, they include the oil refinery project in Sohar, the Polypropylene factory and the third gas
liguefaction train project. The year 2004 is considered to be the second year in respect of the
implementation of these projects. Moreover, the additional revenues resulting from the rise in ol

prices and liquefied natural gas exporis played positive role in achieving surplus in the total
revenues of the government.

The following are the highlights of the most important features of the actual general performance of
the final State’s Account. : -

In the field of oil revenues, the international oil prices registered a marked increase during 2004 as
the average oil price per barrel reached USD 33.91 compared to the price stated in the budget
estimates of USD.21 per barrel, an increase of USD.12.91 per barrel or 61.48%. This led to the

realization of surplus in the general budget and an increase in the government reserves and
savings.

As to the actual non oil revenues (including gas), the actual revenue amounted to 1135.1 million
omani rials compared to 947.0 million omani rials estimated in the budget. Therefore, these
revenues recorded an actual increase of 188.1 million rial omani between 2003 and 2004 (about
19.86%). This increase resulted mainly from liquefied natural gas, taxes and fees. Thus the total
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
