STATE'S FINAL ACCOUNT FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR 1994

The Ministry of Finance and Economy has the pleasure to present the State's Final Account for the
Financial year ended on 31-12-1994. The Account reflects precisely and comprehensively the total
actual Revenues and Expenditure for the year as compared to the Budget estimates. Also the
Account highlights the developments in Revenues and Expenditure shown through the years 1990 -
1694,

The Financial year 1994 was characterised by an excellent performance regarding the actual total
Revenues where Budget estimates were achieved. The actual public spending has shown a
significant increase in current expenditure as compared to those envisaged by the budget.

The total Revenues achieved in the year 1994 were R.O. 1757.4 million as compared to Budget
Decree which stipulates Revenues to reach R.O. 1732.1 million thus recording an increase of R.O.

25.3 million (1.5 %) and an increase of R.O. 33.5 million (1.9%) over the actual collection of year
1993.

The actual public spending over the year 1994 was R.O. 2252.9 Million as compared to Budgct
Decree which stipulates expenditure to reach R.O. 2033 millions thus recording an increase of R.O.
219.9 million (10.8%). This increase has been allocated to meet the necessary spending
requirements and to improve government services.

The Actual current deficit has increased substantially amounting to R.O. 495.5 million as compared
to the projected deficit of R.O. 300.9 million thus recording an increase of 194.6 million which
represents 28.2%.

The Ministry of Finance and Economy would like to praise the sincere and continued co-operation
shown by all Ministries and Government Units for their considerable contribution to the above
financial results as reflected by the Final Account of the year 1994.
