PREFACE
STATE’S FINAL ACCOUNT FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR 1998

Ministry of Finance has the pleasure to present the states final accounts for the financial year ended
on 31st December 1998. The Accounts incorporate details of actual total government revenues and
expenditures for the year as compared to the approved budget estimates. The accounts also
comprehensively reflect the developments in total revenues and expenditures through the years
1994 to 1998.

The dominant developments in the world economy in 1997/1998 were the Asian financial crises.
The financial turmoil that erupted in the Southeast Asia took its toll on demand and activity in the
affected countries and a damping impact on global growth. The value of exports of those countries
which were affected by the impact of the crises drastically dropped and consequently the
international demand for oil dropped too. Thus these countries suffered a remarkable depreciation
in value of their Jocal currencies in terms of other international currencies.

For the Middle East region the direct spillovers from the crises were limited, however, the
oil-exporting countries began to show signs of deterioration in external account balances. The

decline was aggravated by the fall in oil prices, which began in Jate 1997, and continued through
1998.

As oil revenues are considered to be the main source of financing for the annual government budget
hence the fall in oil price had its negative impact on the actual financial performance for the year
1998. Oil revenues were based on average oil price of 15 US$ per barre] whereas the actual average
price achieved through the year was 12.48 US$ with a decrease of 16.8% as compared to the
budget estimates and 34.9% compared to the actual average price for the year 1997 respectively.

The total revenues achieved in the year 1998 dropped to R.O. 1846.3 million compared to those
stipulated in the budget as R.O. 2012 million, thus recording a decrease of R.O. 165.7 million or
8.2%. On the other hand, the overall decrease as compared to the actual collections for the year
1997 was R.O. 420.9 million or 18.6%.

Although the actual oil revenues had decreased by R.O. 256.8 million compared to those stipulated
in the budget, yet other revenues increased by R.O. 91.1 million compared to the budget estimates
and R.O. 87.8 million compared to actual achieved of 1997, thus recording an increase of 17.7%
and 17% respectively. This remarkable achievement was mainly due to corrective measures which
were introduced by the government to enhance non-oil revenues.

On the Public expenditure side due to the implementation of strong measures by the government to
cut expenditures the decrease was R.O. 85.4 million or 3.7% compared to the budget estimates.
Thus total public expenditure of the year 1998 reached R.O. 2221.6 million whereas the budget
estimates stipulated a total public expenditure of R.Q. 2307 million.

The actual current deficit reached to R.O. 375.3 million compared to the projected deficit of R.O.
295 million thus tecording an increase of R.O. 80.3 million, despite the various measures taken by
the government to cut expenditures and to enhance non-oil revenues, yet the drop in oil revenues
were large enough to offset the positive effects of these measures.

The Ministry of Finance would like to praise the sincere and continued co-operation extended by
all Ministries and Government Units and appreciate their considerable contribution to the above
financial results as reflected by the Final Accounts for the year 1998.

We pray to God the Almighty to preserve prosperity and welfare on our beloved country and her
loyal people under the glorious era of His Majesty Suitan Qaboos Bin Said.
