PREFACE

FINAL ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR 1991

The State’s Final Accounts for the year 1991 are considered sound in relation to the
Budget Projection. While actual Revenues, especially Qil prices achieved their projected

levels according to the Budget, Public Spending recorded a moderate increase over
the approved Budget.

In general, the total actual revenues achieved in 1991 were R.O. 1585.1 million as
compared to budget projection approved in the Budget Decree which stipulates revenue
to reach R.O. 1577.3 million thus recording an increase of R.O. 7.8 million which
equals to 0.5%. Although total actual revenues for 1991 are lower than the total
revenues for 1990 by R.O. 291.2 million, yet such an increase can be attributed mainly
to the increase in the international Oil Prices in the second half of the year.

The Public Spending for 1991 was R.O. 1868.1 million whereas budget projection
approved in the Budget Decree stipulates Public Spending to reach R.O. 1764.3 million.
This increase, of R.O. 103.8 million representing 5.9%, has been allocated to meet
the necessary spending requirements and to imprbve Government Services.

The actual deficit registered‘a substantial increase amounting to R.O. 283 million
as compared to the estimated amount of R.O. 187 million projected in the Budget
Decree, that is an increase of R.O. 96 million which equals to 51.3%.

While feeling satisfied by the results achieved during the financial year 1991 as reflected
by the final accounts, the Ministry of Finance & Economy has the pleasure to praise
the sincere and continuous cooperation shown by all Ministries and Government units
which was vital to achieving such results.
