PREFACE
FINAL ACCOUNTS FOR 1985

The data provided by the Final Accounts for the year 1985 is indeed a true picture and a clear indicator
of the great achievements made during the fifth and final year of the Second Five Year Development Plan.

We summarise here below the main characteristics of the Final Accounts for the year ending 31st December,
1985,

FIRST - SOURCES :

This year's realised revenue stood at RO 2,058 Million whereas Budget estimate was RO 1, 719 Million.
This represents an increase of RO 339 Million that is 20% over revenue envisaged in the Budget.

()] Net Oil Revenue :
Despite the rapid fall of oil price which was taken as basis for estimating oil revenue, yet, by raising
production, oil revenue was increased from RO 1,292 Million, as envisaged in the Budget, to RO
1,607 Million. The increase which is RO 315 Million represents 24% of the Budget estimate.

(2) Other Revenue :
Other revenue realised was RO 253 Million whereas estimated revenue was RO 212 Million. This

represents an increase of RO 41 Million that is 19% of the Budget Estimate. Also this year's revenue:
exceeded 1984 revenue which stood at RO 209 Million by RO 44 Million.

(3) Grants :
Total grant received was RO 60 Million whereas grants receivable were estimated in the Budget
as RO 67 Million. The shortfall represents 10% of the Budget estimate.

SECOND - APPLICATION :

Total expenditure stood at RO 2,049 Million whereas Budget estimate was RO 1,918 Million that is
Budget was exceeded by RO 131 Million representing 7% of the Budget. This over expenditure was
due to completion of most major projects during 1985 being the final year of the second five year
Development Plan.

It is worth mentioning that the coordination and cooperation between Finance and other Ministries was
most effective in realizing all the Annual Budget Programmes embodied in the ambitious Second Five Year
Development Plan which aims at optimum utilization of the country’s resources for the benefit of the Omani
citizen who is the centre of concern of H.M. Sultan Qaboos bin Said, the Leader of our blessed renaissance.
