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With regard to development expenditure, large infrastructure
projects such as Sohar Port, gas pipelines to Sohar and
Salalah, electricity networks of Barka and Al Kamil power

stations and other projects in different sectors will be
completed.

In the area of privatization of electricity & water, and management
of Seeb and Salalah airports, necessary allocations were
made for the restructuring of the sector, establishment of the
organizational set up and provision of the subsidy necessary
for the electricity and water.

In pursuance of the government’s plans to activate the
tourism sector, efforts of private sector to promote tourism
through the implementation of the investment program of the
tourism sector will be supported.

Support for the soft loans granted by the government in the
fields of health, education, industry, tourism, and handicrafts
will also continue. Necessary allocations of funds for these
tields have been made in the budget.

As application of the state general budget starts from
January 01, 2001, we pray to Allah to assist us in achieving
the desired objectives for the sake of this beloved land and
people, and to prepetuate Oman’s prosperity.

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From the above, it is observed that (54) million Omani
Rials was allocated for Social Security & Social Care, (23)
million Rials of this amount has been allocated for social
security pension covering (44,165) cases.

Also current expenditure includes necessary allocation for
salaries and increments granted annually to government
employees and the necessary funds to employ graduates

according to the plan.

Third : The deficit as estimated in the budget amounts to (317)

million Omani Rials representing (13%) of the estimated
revenues, and (5%) of Gross Domestic Product (GDP) for
the year. This percentage of deficit whether related to
revenues or GDP, still remains within limits that are both
safe and acceptable internationally. Maintaining this deficit
depends on actual oil prices. However, the government
intends to keep expenditure within the budget estimates.
Detficit will be financed from the increase expected from the
actual oil price by drawing from the State General Reserve

Fund at the end of the fiscal year.

Fourth : As regards priorities in the budget, human resources development

and expenditure on education come first, in so far as
improvement in quality of education and increasing
opportunities for general secondary school leaves and
technical training are concerned. As estimated, the current
spending for this sector has been estimated at (340) million

Omani Rials.




Second :

Public expenditure estimated in the budget amounts to
(2812) million Omani Rials with an increase of (145)
million Omani Rials, representing, (5.4%) over the actual
expenditure allocated for the year 2000. The current civil
and security spending represents about (72%) of the total
expenditure, while the development expenditure represents
(11%). Expenditure Allocation also includes costs of oil
and gas production that represents (10%) ; and private
sector subsidy (3%) , and interest on loans (4%) as shown
below :-

Upon the issue of Royal Decrees No. 1&2/2001 that approve the
sixth Five-Year Plan and the State General Budget for the fiscal year
2001.

[ have the pleasure to present the most important features of the
State General Budget estimates of which were set out according to the
financial framework approved for the sixth Five - Yeat Plan 2001.
First : Public revenues amount to (2495) million Omani Rials : (1875)

million Omani Rials from oil revenues that represent (75%) of
the total income available for government expenditure, (620)
million Omani Rials from natural gas and other current
revenues.

These include taxes on company profits , customs duties,
investments returns, sales of government services and other
sources.

Revenues were calculated on an assumed Oil price of $ 18 per
barrel. This is considered a reasonable price when compared to
the currently prevailing rates. It is also in line with the medium
term out look of international oil prices. Revenues resulting
from any increase in oil prices throughout the year will be
transterred to the State General Reserve Fund in continuation
of‘the policy of building financial reserves.

The total revenues expected for the fiscal year 2001 amount to
about (2495) million Omani Rials representing (19%) increase

over that of the previous year.
